Francis Lorentz is since July 2000 Senior Executive Vice-President of LaSer, a $ 900 M company 
dedicated to information technology services, loyalty programs and customer credit.

He is Chairman  and CEO 
of e-LaSer a $ 100 million company focused on CRM. He is also President of “Institut de l’Audiovisuel 
et des Télécommunications en Europe” (IDATE), a 60 people non profit research organization 
dedicated to telecommunications and medias. 
From 1997 to 2000, Francis LORENTZ was President  of « Mission Commerce Electronique », a 
Government and Industry task force dedicated to E-business development. From 1995 to 2000, he 
was also Chairman of « Etablissement Public de Financement et de Restructuration » (EPFR). 
Francis LORENTZ was Chairman and CEO of the Paris Transport Authority (RATP ) from 1992 to 
1994. With its 38,000 employees, RATP develops and operates the urban and suburban metro, bus 
and tramway systems.
